TRYOUT INSTRUCTIONS
 1. Find the Binder provided for each age group.  Inside you will find the following:
· A copy of this instruction sheet

· Tryout Waiver Forms

· Tryout Evaluation Sheets
· Team Information Sheets

· 3 x 5 cards
2. Before players arrive at your table, put at least 25 scrimmage vests of each color near you.
3. Take the blank Tryout Waiver Forms and set them out on the table.  As players arrive, give one to each player participating in the tryout that has not brought one with them.  Have the parent fill out the form and return it to you as soon as possible.  It must be returned to you before the player leaves the area to tryout.
4. Collect the player’s Tryout Waiver Form and check the Evaluation Sheet for the player’s name.  The sheets should be alphabetical by last name. If you locate the name check that the birthdate and phone number are correct (correct any mistakes). Give the player a scrimmage vest, and record the number on the appropriate color Evaluation Sheet, as well as on the Tryout Registration Form.

5. If the player’s name is not listed on the Evaluation Sheets then you fill in the player’s name, position (using the position code), phone number, previous club, and date of birth on the Evaluation Sheet.  Please write clearly.  Alternate each player from one Evaluation Sheet to the other as they check in so that colors are balanced.  Do not put all of the current players on the same color Evaluation Sheet.  Give the player a scrimmage vest, and record the number on the appropriate color Evaluation Sheet, as well as on the Tryout Registration Form.

6. Return the completed Tryout Waiver Form to the Binder.  Use the three-hole punch as needed.

7. If the player is trying out for an older age group, use a highlighter to signify his or her under-aged status on the Evaluation Sheet. Preregistered players will be highlighted in yellow.
8. If the parent requests information on the team please provide a Team Information Sheet and answer any questions you can.
9. As soon as it has reached the scheduled tryout time, cross off any player that preregistered but failed to arrive, make 3 sets of copies of the Evaluation Sheet, and have one person take them to the coaches on the field.

10. If there are any late arriving participants, use a 3 x 5 card to write the player’s information, and have the player take it out to the coaches on the field.

11. After you have checked everyone in, put the Tryout Waiver Forms in alphabetical order, and return the Binder to Amy.  Do not take it with you or give it to the coach.  If the coach would like any information from the Binder, please make a copy of what he/she needs.

12. At the end of the tryout, collect the scrimmage vests and return them to the check-in area.
