Financial Procedures

Coach’s Salary

The fall, winter and spring coach’s salary is paid to the club by the team.  Managers will receive an invoice for the coaching fee.  The coaching fee is a per season amount.  The full amount should be divided equally by the number of players on the roster.  Payments made to the club are payable to:  Michigan Wolves-Hawks Soccer Club.

Coach’s Expenses
The coach’s travel expenses to tournaments and games scheduled beyond 100 miles round trip are the responsibility of each team.  Travel expenses include gas, airfare, car rental, tolls, parking, and hotel accommodations.  The coach is required to provide the team with receipts for these expenses, and the team will then reimburse the coach.  If a coach has two or more teams participating at a tournament, then the teams involved should divide the travel expenses equally.  The team is not responsible for providing the coach with mileage. The DOC ‘s expenses are paid by the club unless he is travelling with the team in place of your regular coach.
Coach’s Per Diem

The team is also responsible for providing the coach $40 per day for food at overnight tournaments or out of state league games.  If a coach has two or more teams participating at a tournament, then the teams involved should divide the per diem expenses equally.  The per diem is for game days as well as travel days if an additional travel day is necessary prior to the event and/or after the event.

Club Fees

The manager will be given an invoice for club fees.  Checks for club fees are made payable to:  Michigan Wolves-Hawks Soccer Club.  The manager’s son or daughter will receive half off his/her individual club fee.  This will be noted on the team invoice.  The following will be the per season club fee for each age group.  Please wait for an invoice before paying:


U9 Wolves and Hawks:


$255 per player per season


U10 thru U14 Wolves and Hawks:

$315 per player per season


U15 thru U18 Wolves and Hawks:

$510 per player in season only


U16 Academy and U18 Academy:

$500 per player
